Il. DIRECTORS OF THE PROGRAM

11l. TEAM FORMATION

TEAMS ARE FORMED EITHER BY THE LEAGUE OR THROUGH A DRAFT PROCESS DEPENDING ON THE
SPECIFIC LEAGUE. MOST LEAGUES ARE FORMED BY THE LEAGUE, UTILIZING PLAYER EVALUATIONS, SPECIFIC
PLACEMENT ON TEAMS OR REQUESTS CANNOT BE HONORED.

ALL PLAYERS ARE REQUIRED TO PLAY IN THEIR AGE APPROPRIATE LEAGUE. EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE

IV. TRYOUTS (ASSESSMENTS)

SOME PLAYERS MAY BE REQUESTED AT THE TIME OF REGISTRATION TO ATTEND AN EVALUATION SESSION.
